
VRTS 193C : Introduction to Photoshop 

Introduce students to the powerful tools of Photoshop for manipulating digital images, photomontage, and page 
layout applications. The course topics cover Photoshop tools, photo corrections, working with selections, and layer 
basics. The use of masks and channels, typographic design, and vector drawing techniques are also covered. In 
addition, assignments will include advanced compositing, basic video editing, digital painting, and working with 3-D 
images/text. Textbook and portable media storage device required.
